boundary deci sion 4) Suncatcher residents wish to remain at Soaring
Hawk El enentary. After discussing community feedback, it was decided to
hol d an additional conmunity neeting on Novenber 13 to discuss
expandi ng the preferred El ementary #45 option to include famlies south
of Wbl fensberger Road and North of Tomah Road, currently attending
South El enentary School. The Long Range Planning Conmittee voted to
recogni ze Option E, excluding the area known as the Wl f ensberger
Expansi on, as the preferred El enentary #45 boundary, unless the West

Pl anni ng Area subconmmittee reconmmends inclusion of the Wl fensberger
Expansi on, at which tinme the preferred Opti on would be Option E

i ncludi ng the Wl fensberger Expansion. Based on conmunity feedback, the
West Pl anning Area subconmittee of the Long Range Pl anning Conmittee
prefers to include all neighborhoods west of 1-25, currently in the
South El ementary attendance area as part of Elementary School #45.
