Recognitions 
Superintendent Christensen congratulated Andrea Meyers who has been 
chosen as the Outstanding State Leader this year by the American String 
Teachers Association.  This national award is given annually to only 
one state leader that has gone above and beyond to make ASTA a good 
experience in their state.   Andrea is an enthusiast as well as strong 
advocate for string playing and performing in Colorado.  This award is 
a testament to Andrea’s hard work on behalf of the Colorado Strings 
programs.  Andrea currently teaches orchestra at Rock Canyon High 
School and Rocky Heights Middle School. 
 
Superintendent Christensen recognized Dovina Qu, a senior at Douglas 
County High School.  Dovina has been named in the 2008 Presidential 
Scholar Program by the Commission on Presidential Scholars, US 
Department of Education.  Dovina is one of only 2600 graduating seniors 
in the United States to achieve this Presidential honor.  There are 2.8 
million students graduating this year.  Dovina is the only Douglas 
County School District student earning this honor. This is one of the 
highest honors bestowed upon a graduating senior. Dovina was at the 
Board meeting this past fall for a perfect ACT score.  
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Douglas County School District has eleven teachers that have been named 
Xcel Classroom Connection by Xcel Energy. Classroom Connection is a 
vehicle for the distribution and adaptation of exemplary educational 
programs.  This “Teacher led” network recognizes and rewards creative 
teachers by promoting the exchange of good teaching techniques.  More 
than 75,000 students have been direct recipients of these teachers’ 
creative instructional learning experience.  Superintendent Christensen 
recognized the following teachers who won a grant for their school with 
their written lesson plan:

Amongst other things, Kim has excelled as the captain of the 
rugby team and a member of the National Honor Society. 

Senator Allard has nominated a total of 55 Coloradoans this year to our 
nation’s military service academies.  These students are Colorado’s 
best and brightest young people who were selected from hundreds of 
applicants based upon criteria such as academic record, class standing, 
extracurricular activities and potential for leadership.

School State Champion Teams. To earn Colorado Academic Team State 
Champions, all teammates must earn an accumulated 3.2 or higher team

9. Castle View High School - Easement 
Castle View High School falls within the jurisdiction of the Town of 
Castle Rock. The Town of Castle Rock requires this Utility Easement in 
order to construct the drain line interconnect with the high school 
storm water collection system

10. Bear Canyon Elementary - GC Agreement 
A Request for Qualifications was issued on November 28, 2007 for 
general contractors and major subcontractors. The submittal materials 
were reviewed by DCSD Construction Department staff and the approved 
list of general contractors and subcontractors were advertised on 
January 2, 2008. The pre-bid conference was held on January 14, 2008. 
All nine pre-qualified general contractors attended the pre-bid 
conference. One general contractor dropped out of the bid process after 
the pre-bid conference due to work that was acquired after the initial 
general contractor survey. Sealed bids were received and opened on 
February 7, 2008. W O Danielson Construction Company is the apparent 
low bidder.

11. Douglas County High School - Phase II - Architect Agreement 
An architect selection process for the 2006 Bond projects was initiated 
by the DCSD Construction Department in November 2006. Forty-two 
architects attended the pre-submittal meeting on November 20, 2006. 
Twenty-eight architects responded to the seven project categories 
identified at the pre-submittal meeting. Of the twenty-eight architects 
responding, nineteen requested consideration for the Douglas County 
High School renovation project. School district staff reviewed the 
submitted material and short-listed two. The short-listed architects 
were then interviewed and school district staff selected LKA Partners, 
Inc. After review of LKA Partners proposal, they were awarded the 
Master Plan and Phase 1 agreements for DCHS. A proposal was requested 
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from LKA Partners for Phase 2 for staff review. Staff compared this 
proposal to similar proposals received within the last two years for 
cost and services. LKA Partners proposal was found acceptable.

14. The naming of elementary school #44. 
The attached document is a timeline which includes the top three 
choices for the school name and mascot as well as the rationale for the 
top choice. 
This elementary school is located in Parker, Colorado and is scheduled 
to open for the 2008-2009 school year on a modified calendar. All of 
the students will be coming from Prairie Crossing Elementary School. 
Elementary #44 will open its doors to 476-500 students and relieve the 
over-crowding of Prairie Crossing Elementary School. Students nominated 
and voted for the name Gold Rush Elementary School. The town of Parker 
played an important role in the westward movement of prospectors during 
the Gold Rush years. Gold was found in Newlin Gulch which runs through 
the boundary area of Elementary #44. Students, parents, and core team 
members will address the timeline/process, selection, and rationale of 
the school name.

This is an elementary school located in The Meadows subdivision in 
Castle Rock and is scheduled to open for the 2008-2009 school year on a 
modified calendar. Elementary #45 will open its doors with 525 students 
and relieve the over-crowding of Meadow View Elementary School, Soaring 
Hawk Elementary School, and South Street Elementary School. A Power 
Point presentation by students, parents, and core team members is 
planned.

At 
that presentation the Board was informed of staff and legal counsel's 
review of the application and the current state of the consulting 
contract with Hope. Staff documented questions from the Board for 
further investigation. Since January 15, Hope has provided documents in 
response to Board, staff, and legal questions. Work has continued with 
the Quality Assurance and System Integration teams. The Colorado 
Department of Education has provided language regarding indemnification 
from past financial obligations and permission for disaggregation of 
Hope Online reporting. Concerns regarding the impact of Hope Online's 
negative fund balance on the District's fund balance are addressed in 
condition 5 and 6 of the resolution.
