Superintendent Christensen recogni zed Adam Encrapera a 2nd grader at
Cougar Run Elementary who placed 1st in the Apprentice Division of the
Braille Institute's National Contest! The contest assesses children's
skills in reading and conprehending Braille. On behalf of the District,
Superintendent Christensen thanked Adam his famly and the team of
teachers who work with him Christensen expressed great pride in Adam
for being a lifelong learner and taking ownership and responsibility
for his own well bei ng.

Two Douglas County School District teachers, a parent and a Cherry
Creek School District teacher published a new book, Put Thinking to the
Test.

The District solicited bid responses from seven (7) vendors for a Prinme
Vendor for Nutrition Services as well as posted on Rocky Muntain E-
Purchasing System The nmandatory pre-bid conference was held on Jan.
29, 2008 and the bid was fornmally opened on February 26, 2008, wth
responses received from three (3) vendors, one being a no bid. Andrews
Food Service has been providing nutrition service products for the
District through the CC Star (a School District Cooperative) contract
for the past 8 years. Nutrition Services is a self-supporting program
and costs are supported by lunch sales. The estinated value of this
contract over $2,100,000 annually. Pricing submtted by both conpanies
was conparable for the variety of products identified. Andrews Food
Service - Submitted lower pricing for a nmjority of the itens,
including delivery charges. The sanple of itenms provided for annual
District usage is $2,085,316.77 for site-to-site delivery. By awarding
to Andrews, it would be an estimated cost savings of $146,398.81 for
the year over US Foods pricing proposal. Front Range Wholesale - No
bid. US Foods - US Foods subnmitted higher pricing for a mgjority of the
items, including delivery. The sanple of itenms provided for annual
District usage is $2,231,715.58 for site-to-site delivery.
