Caring   They show empathy, compassion and respect towards the needs and feelings of others.  They 

have a personal commitment to service, and act to make a positive difference to the lives of 

others and to the environment. 

 

Risk-takers  They approach unfamiliar situations and uncertainty with courage and forethought, and have the 

independence of spirit to explore new roles, ideas and strategies.  They are brave and articulate 

in defending their beliefs. 

 

Balanced  They understand the importance of intellectual, physical and emotional balance to achieve 

personal well-being for themselves and others. 

 

Reflective  They give thoughtful consideration to their own learning and experience.  They are able to assess 

and understand their strengths and limitations in order to support their learning and personal 

development.

    Directions to students for completing the IB application: 
 

1.  You should provide us with the information for three teachers we might contact for a recommendation.  Ideally, 

one should be a math, science, or technology teacher, the second by a humanities teacher (language arts, 

history, foreign language), and a third by a teacher of your choice.  This contact information should be sent to the 

IB office with your application.  All teachers’ recommendations are confidential. 

 

2.  You should complete the application in your own handwriting.  Do not type or word process.  Please limit your 

answers to the space provided.  DO NOT use pencil.  (Copies written in pencil do not fax well). 

 

3.  Ask your middle school counselor to send a copy of your 7th grade grades and available 8
th
 grade reports to 

the IB office.  See request form provided on page 6. 

 

 4.  Students new to the district should provide a copy of their immunization record on or before registration   at Douglas County High School.  This is a Colorado State Law.  Please submit this to the DCHS registrar. 

 

5. You can expect an answer approximately two weeks following the application deadline as to your application 

status.
